!In the beginning, God created the heavens and the earth. ?The earth was without form
and void, and darkness was over the face of the deep. And the Spirit of God was hovering
over the face of the waters.

*And God said, "Let there be light," and there was light. “And God saw that the light was
good. And God separated the light from the darkness. *God called the light Day, and the
darkness he called Night. And there was evening and there was morning, the first day.

*And God said, "Let there be an expanse in the midst of the waters, and let it separate the
waters from the waters.”

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Third Reading - Exodus 12:1-11

Deacon: Wisdom!
Reader: A reading from the Book of Exodus.
Deacon: Let us be attentive!

'The LORD said to Moses and Aaron in the land of Egypt, 2*This month shall be for you
the beginning of months. It shall be the first month of the year for you. *Tell all the
congregation of Israel that on the tenth day of this month every man shall take a lamb
according to their fathers' houses, a lamb for a household. *And if the household is too
small for a lamb, then he and his nearest neighbor shall take according to the number of
persons; according to what each can eat you shall make your count for the lamb. *Your
lamb shall be without blemish, a male a year old. You may take it from the sheep or from
the goats, fand you shall keep it until the fourteenth day of this month, when the whole
assembly of the congregation of Israel shall kill their lambs at twilight.

™Then they shall take some of the blood and put it on the two doorposts and the lintel of
the houses in which they eat it. °They shall eat the flesh that night, roasted on the fire;
with unleavened bread and bitter herbs they shall eat it. °Do not eat any of it raw or boiled
in water, but roasted, its head with its legs and its inner parts. *®And you shall let none of
it remain until the morning; anything that remains until the morning you shall burn. *In
this manner you shall eat it: with your belt fastened, your sandals on your feet, and your
staff in your hand. And you shall eat it in haste. It is the LORD's Passover.

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Fourth Reading - Jonah 1:1-16, 2:1-11, 3:1-10, 4:1-11

Deacon: Wisdom!
Reader: A reading from the Book of the Prophet Jonah.
Deacon: Let us be attentive!

'Now the word of the LORD came to Jonah the son of Amittai, saying, *Arise, go to
Nineveh, that great city, and call out against it, for their evil has come up before me."
*But Jonah rose to flee to Tarshish from the presence of the LORD. He went down to
Joppa and found a ship going to Tarshish. So he paid the fare and went on board, to go
with them to Tarshish, away from the presence of the LORD.

“But the LORD hurled a great wind upon the sea, and there was a mighty tempest on the
sea, so that the ship threatened to break up. *Then the mariners were afraid, and each
cried out to his god. And they hurled the cargo that was in the ship into the sea to lighten
it for them. But Jonah had gone down into the inner part of the ship and had lain down
and was fast asleep. ®So the captain came and said to him, "What do you mean, you
sleeper? Avrise, call out to your god! Perhaps the god will give a thought to us, that we
may not perish."

’And they said to one another, "Come, let us cast lots, that we may know on whose
account this evil has come upon us.” So they cast lots, and the lot fell on Jonah. *Then
they said to him, "Tell us on whose account this evil has come upon us. What is your
occupation? And where do you come from? What is your country? And of what people
are you?" °And he said to them, "I am a Hebrew, and | fear the LORD, the God of
heaven, who made the sea and the dry land.” *“Then the men were exceedingly afraid and
said to him, "What is this that you have done!" For the men knew that he was fleeing
from the presence of the LORD, because he had told them.

“Then they said to him, "What shall we do to you, that the sea may quiet down for us?"
For the sea grew more and more tempestuous. *?He said to them, "Pick me up and hurl me
into the sea; then the sea will quiet down for you, for | know it is because of me that this
great tempest has come upon you." **Nevertheless, the men rowed hard to get back to dry
land, but they could not, for the sea grew more and more tempestuous against them.
“Therefore they called out to the LORD, "O LORD, let us not perish for this man's life,
and lay not on us innocent blood, for you, O LORD, have done as it pleased you." *So
they picked up Jonah and hurled him into the sea, and the sea ceased from its raging.
Then the men feared the LORD exceedingly, and they offered a sacrifice to the LORD
and made vows.

Then Jonah prayed to the LORD his God from the belly of the fish, ?saying,

"I called out to the LORD, out of my distress,
and he answered me;
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out of the belly of Sheol I cried,
and you heard my voice.
*For you cast me into the deep,
into the heart of the seas,
and the flood surrounded me;
all your waves and your billows
passed over me.
“Then I said, 'l am driven away
from your sight;
Yet | shall again look
upon your holy temple.’
*The waters closed in over me to take my life;
the deep surrounded me;
weeds were wrapped about my head
¢at the roots of the mountains.
I went down to the land
whose bars closed upon me forever;
yet you brought up my life from the pit,
O LORD my God.
"When my life was fainting away,
I remembered the LORD,
and my prayer came to you,
into your holy temple.
¥Those who pay regard to vain idols
forsake their hope of steadfast love.
*But | with the voice of thanksgiving
will sacrifice to you;
what I have vowed | will pay.
Salvation belongs to the LORD!"

And the LORD spoke to the fish, and it vomited Jonah out upon the dry land.
Jonah @

Then the word of the LORD came to Jonah the second time, saying, #*Arise, go to
Nineveh, that great city, and call out against it the message that I tell you." *So Jonah
arose and went to Nineveh, according to the word of the LORD. Now Nineveh was an
exceedingly great city, three days' journey in breadth. “Jonah began to go into the city,
going a day's journey. And he called out, "Yet forty days, and Nineveh shall be
overthrown!" *And the people of Nineveh believed God. They called for a fast and put on
sackcloth, from the greatest of them to the least of them.

*The word reached the king of Nineveh, and he arose from his throne, removed his robe,
covered himself with sackcloth, and sat in ashes. “And he issued a proclamation and
published through Nineveh, "By the decree of the king and his nobles: Let neither man
nor beast, herd nor flock, taste anything. Let them not feed or drink water, ®but let man
and beast be covered with sackcloth, and let them call out mightily to God. Let everyone
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turn from his evil way and from the violence that is in his hands. *‘Who knows? God may
turn and relent and turn from his fierce anger, so that we may not perish."

®When God saw what they did, how they turned from their evil way, God relented of the
disaster that he had said he would do to them, and he did not do it.

'But it displeased Jonah exceedingly, and he was angry. 2And he prayed to the LORD
and said, "O LORD, is not this what | said when | was yet in my country? That is why |
made haste to flee to Tarshish; for I knew that you are a gracious God and merciful, slow
to anger and abounding in steadfast love, and relenting from disaster. *Therefore now, O
LORD, please take my life from me, for it is better for me to die than to live." *And the
LORD said, "Do you do well to be angry?"

*Jonah went out of the city and sat to the east of the city and made a booth for himself
there. He sat under it in the shade, till he should see what would become of the city. *®Now
the LORD God appointed a plant and made it come up over Jonah, that it might be a
shade over his head, to save him from his discomfort. So Jonah was exceedingly glad
because of the plant. ‘But when dawn came up the next day, God appointed a worm that
attacked the plant, so that it withered. *When the sun rose, God appointed a scorching east
wind, and the sun beat down on the head of Jonah so that he was faint. And he asked that
he might die and said, "It is better for me to die than to live." °But God said to Jonah, "Do
you do well to be angry for the plant?" And he said, "Yes, | do well to be angry, angry
enough to die.” **And the LORD said, "You pity the plant, for which you did not labor,
nor did you make it grow, which came into being in a night and perished in a night. *And
should not | pity Nineveh, that great city, in which there are more than 120,000 persons
who do not know their right hand from their left, and also much cattle?"

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Fifth Reading - Joshua 5:10-15

Deacon: Wisdom!
Reader: A reading from the Book of the Prophet Joshua.
Deacon: Let us be attentive!

“While the people of Israel were encamped at Gilgal, they kept the Passover on the
fourteenth day of the month in the evening on the plains of Jericho. **And the day after
the Passover, on that very day, they ate of the produce of the land, unleavened cakes and
parched grain. *2And the manna ceased the day after they ate of the produce of the land.
And there was no longer manna for the people of Israel, but they ate of the fruit of the
land of Canaan that year.

BWhen Joshua was by Jericho, he lifted up his eyes and looked, and behold, a man was
standing before him with his drawn sword in his hand. And Joshua went to him and said
to him, "Are you for us, or for our adversaries?" **And he said, "No; but | am the
commander of the army of the LORD. Now | have come." And Joshua fell on his face to
the earth and worshiped and said to him, "What does my lord say to his servant?" *And
the commander of the LORD's army said to Joshua, "Take off your sandals from your
feet, for the place where you are standing is holy." And Joshua did so.

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Sixth Reading - Exodus 13:20-15:19

Take from official book. The translation below is from the ESV.

Deacon: Wisdom!
Reader: A reading from the Book of Exodus.
Deacon: Let us be attentive!

2And they moved on from Succoth and encamped at Etham, on the edge of the
wilderness. 2And the LORD went before them by day in a pillar of cloud to lead them
along the way, and by night in a pillar of fire to give them light, that they might travel by
day and by night. #The pillar of cloud by day and the pillar of fire by night did not depart
from before the people.

Then the LORD said to Moses, 'Tell the people of Israel to turn back and encamp in
front of Pi-hahiroth, between Migdol and the sea, in front of Baal-zephon; you shall
encamp facing it, by the sea. *For Pharaoh will say of the people of Israel, 'They are
wandering in the land; the wilderness has shut them in." “And I will harden Pharaoh's
heart, and he will pursue them, and | will get glory over Pharaoh and all his host, and the
Egyptians shall know that I am the LORD." And they did so.

*When the king of Egypt was told that the people had fled, the mind of Pharaoh and his
servants was changed toward the people, and they said, "What is this we have done, that
we have let Israel go from serving us?" °So he made ready his chariot and took his army
with him, “and took six hundred chosen chariots and all the other chariots of Egypt with
officers over all of them. 8And the LORD hardened the heart of Pharaoh king of Egypt,
and he pursued the people of Israel while the people of Israel were going out defiantly.
*The Egyptians pursued them, all Pharaoh's horses and chariots and his horsemen and his
army, and overtook them encamped at the sea, by Pi-hahiroth, in front of Baal-zephon.

YWhen Pharaoh drew near, the people of Israel lifted up their eyes, and behold, the
Egyptians were marching after them, and they feared greatly. And the people of Israel
cried out to the LORD. *They said to Moses, "Is it because there are no graves in Egypt
that you have taken us away to die in the wilderness? What have you done to us in
bringing us out of Egypt? *Is not this what we said to you in Egypt, 'Leave us alone that
we may serve the Egyptians'? For it would have been better for us to serve the Egyptians
than to die in the wilderness.” *And Moses said to the people, "Fear not, stand firm, and
see the salvation of the LORD, which he will work for you today. For the Egyptians
whom you see today, you shall never see again. “The LORD will fight for you, and you
have only to be silent.”

“The LORD said to Moses, "Why do you cry to me? Tell the people of Israel to go
forward. Lift up your staff, and stretch out your hand over the sea and divide it, that the
people of Israel may go through the sea on dry ground. And | will harden the hearts of
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the Egyptians so that they shall go in after them, and I will get glory over Pharaoh and all
his host, his chariots, and his horsemen. **And the Egyptians shall know that | am the
LORD, when I have gotten glory over Pharaoh, his chariots, and his horsemen."

“Then the angel of God who was going before the host of Israel moved and went behind
them, and the pillar of cloud moved from before them and stood behind them, *coming
between the host of Egypt and the host of Israel. And there was the cloud and the
darkness. And it lit up the night without one coming near the other all night.

2Then Moses stretched out his hand over the sea, and the LORD drove the sea back by a
strong east wind all night and made the sea dry land, and the waters were divided. 2And
the people of Israel went into the midst of the sea on dry ground, the waters being a wall
to them on their right hand and on their left. #The Egyptians pursued and went in after
them into the midst of the sea, all Pharaoh's horses, his chariots, and his horsemen. *And
in the morning watch the LORD in the pillar of fire and of cloud looked down on the
Egyptian forces and threw the Egyptian forces into a panic, *clogging their chariot
wheels so that they drove heavily. And the Egyptians said, "Let us flee from before
Israel, for the LORD fights for them against the Egyptians."

%Then the LORD said to Moses, "Stretch out your hand over the sea, that the water may
come back upon the Egyptians, upon their chariots, and upon their horsemen."” #So
Moses stretched out his hand over the sea, and the sea returned to its normal course when
the morning appeared. And as the Egyptians fled into it, the LORD threw the Egyptians
into the midst of the sea. #The waters returned and covered the chariots and the
horsemen; of all the host of Pharaoh that had followed them into the sea, not one of them
remained. #®But the people of Israel walked on dry ground through the sea, the waters
being a wall to them on their right hand and on their left.

*Thus the LORD saved Israel that day from the hand of the Egyptians, and Israel saw the
Egyptians dead on the seashore. *Israel saw the great power that the LORD used against
the Egyptians, so the people feared the LORD, and they believed in the LORD and in his
servant Moses.

Then Moses and the people of Israel sang this song to the LORD, saying,

So
they went both of them together.

*When they came to the place of which God had told him, Abraham built the altar there
and laid the wood in order and bound Isaac his son and laid him on the altar, on top of the
wood. *“Then Abraham reached out his hand and took the knife to slaughter his son. *But
the angel of the LORD called to him from heaven and said, "Abraham, Abraham!" And
he said, "Here am I." ?He said, "Do not lay your hand on the boy or do anything to him,
for now | know that you fear God, seeing you have not withheld your son, your only son,
from me." *And Abraham lifted up his eyes and looked, and behold, behind him was a
ram, caught in a thicket by his horns. And Abraham went and took the ram and offered it
up as a burnt offering instead of his son. **So Abraham called the name of that place,
"The LORD will provide™; as it is said to this day, "On the mount of the LORD it shall be
provided."

Gehazi answered, "Well, she has no son, and
her husband is old." *He said, "Call her." And when he had called her, she stood in the
doorway. **And he said, "At this season, about this time next year, you shall embrace a
son." And she said, "No, my lord, O man of God; do not lie to your servant.” ’But the
woman conceived, and she bore a son about that time the following spring, as Elisha had
said to her.

B\When the child had grown, he went out one day to his father among the reapers. **And
he said to his father, "Oh, my head, my head!" The father said to his servant, "Carry him
to his mother.” ®And when he had lifted him and brought him to his mother, the child sat
on her lap till noon, and then he died. And she went up and laid him on the bed of the
man of God and shut the door behind him and went out. 2Then she called to her husbhand
and said, "Send me one of the servants and one of the donkeys, that I may quickly go to
the man of God and come back again.” 2And he said, "Why will you go to him today? It
is neither new moon nor Sabbath.” She said, "All is well." #Then she saddled the donkey,
and she said to her servant, "Urge the animal on; do not slacken the pace for me unless |
tell you." #So she set out and came to the man of God at Mount Carmel.

When the man of God saw her coming, he said to Gehazi his servant, "Look, there is
the Shunammite. #®Run at once to meet her and say to her, 'Is all well with you? Is all well
with your husband? Is all well with the child?"" And she answered, "All is well." #And
when she came to the mountain to the man of God, she caught hold of his feet. And
Gehazi came to push her away. But the man of God said, "Leave her alone, for she is in
bitter distress, and the LORD has hidden it from me and has not told me."” #Then she
said, "Did | ask my lord for a son? Did | not say, 'Do not deceive me?" *He said to
Gehazi, "Tie up your garment and take my staff in your hand and go. If you meet anyone,
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do not greet him, and if anyone greets you, do not reply. And lay my staff on the face of
the child.” *Then the mother of the child said, "As the LORD lives and as you yourself
live, I will not leave you.” So he arose and followed her. *Gehazi went on ahead and laid
the staff on the face of the child, but there was no sound or sign of life. Therefore he
returned to meet him and told him, "The child has not awakened."

\When Elisha came into the house, he saw the child lying dead on his bed. *So he went
in and shut the door behind the two of them and prayed to the LORD. *Then he went up
and lay on the child, putting his mouth on his mouth, his eyes on his eyes, and his hands
on his hands. And as he stretched himself upon him, the flesh of the child became warm.
*Then he got up again and walked once back and forth in the house, and went up and
stretched himself upon him.

* A herald cried out: "Nations and peoples of every language, when you hear the sound of
the trumpet, flute, lyre, harp, psaltery, bagpipe, and all the other musical instruments, °
you are ordered to fall down and worship the golden statue which King Nebuchadnezzar
has set up. ® Whoever does not fall down and worship shall be instantly cast into a white-
hot furnace."

" Therefore, as soon as they heard the sound of the trumpet, flute, lyre, harp, psaltery,
bagpipe, and all the other musical instruments, the nations and peoples of every language
all fell down and worshiped the golden statue which King Nebuchadnezzar had set up.

8 At that point, some of the Chaldeans came and accused the Jews ° to King
Nebuchadnezzar: "O king, live forever! *° O king, you issued a decree that everyone who
heard the sound of the trumpet, flute, lyre, harp, psaltery, bagpipe, and all the other
musical instruments should fall down and worship the golden statue; ** whoever did not
was to be cast into a white-hot furnace.

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16 Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego answered King Nebuchadnezzar, “There is no need
for us to defend ourselves before you in this matter. *’ If our God, whom we serve, can
save us from the white-hot furnace and from your hands, O king, may he save us! *® But
even if he will not, know, O king, that we will not serve your god or worship the golden
statue which you set up."

19 Nebuchadnezzar's face became livid with utter rage against Shadrach, Meshach, and
Abednego. He ordered the furnace to be heated seven times more than usual % and had
some of the strongest men in his army bind Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego and cast
them into the white-hot furnace. ** They were bound and cast into the white-hot furnace
with their coats, hats, shoes and other garments, % for the king's order was urgent. So
huge a fire was kindled in the furnace that the flames devoured the men who threw
Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego into it.

2% But these three fell, bound, into the midst of the white-hot furnace. 2* They walked
about in the flames, singing to God and blessing the Lord.

% |n the fire Azariah stood up and prayed aloud:

% »Blessed are you, and praiseworthy, O Lord, the God of our fathers, and glorious
forever is your name.

%" For you are just in all you have done; all your deeds are faultless, all your ways right,
and all your judgments proper.

%8 You have executed proper judgments in all that you have brought upon us and upon
Jerusalem, the holy city of our fathers. By a proper judgment you have done all this
because of our sins;

%% For we have sinned and transgressed by departing from you, and we have done every
kind of evil.

%0y our commandments we have not heeded or observed, nor have we done as you
ordered us for our good.

%! Therefore all you have brought upon us, all you have done to us, you have done by a
proper judgment.

%2 You have handed us over to our enemies, lawless and hateful rebels; to an unjust king,
the worst in all the world.

% Now we cannot open our mouths; we, your servants, who revere you, have become a
shame and a reproach.

% For your name's sake, do not deliver us up forever, or make void your covenant.
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% Do not take away your mercy from us, for the sake of Abraham, your beloved, Isaac
your servant, and Israel your holy one,

% To whom you promised to multiply their offspring like the stars of heaven, or the sand
on the shore of the sea.

%" For we are reduced, O Lord, beyond any other nation, brought low everywhere in the
world this day because of our sins.

%8 We have in our day no prince, prophet, or leader, no holocaust, sacrifice, oblation, or
incense, no place to offer first fruits, to find favor with you.

% But with contrite heart and humble spirit let us be received;

0 As though it were holocausts of rams and bullocks, or thousands of fat lambs, So let
our sacrifice be in your presence today as we follow you unreservedly; for those who
trust in you cannot be put to shame.

* And now we follow you with our whole heart, we fear you and we pray to you.

%2 Do not let us be put to shame, but deal with us in your kindness and great mercy.

*3 Deliver us by your wonders, and bring glory to your name, O Lord:

* Let all those be routed who inflict evils on your servants; Let them be shamed and
powerless, and their strength broken;

%> Let them know that you alone are the Lord God, glorious over the whole world."

“® Now the king's men who had thrown them in continued to stoke the furnace with
brimstone, pitch, tow, and faggots. *’ The flames rose forty-nine cubits above the furnace,
%8 and spread out, burning the Chaldeans nearby. *° But the angel of the Lord went down
into the furnace with Azariah and his companions, drove the fiery flames out of the
furnace, *° and made the inside of the furnace as though a dew-laden breeze were blowing
through it. The fire in no way touched them or caused them pain or harm.

*! Then these three in the furnace with one voice sang, glorifying and blessing God:
